Course Description and Purpose:


Human Anatomy and Physiology is the very foundation of ALL health related professions. This course focuses on how form and function are related to all body systems and how they work together to achieve homeostasis. Please remember that your success is my primary objective, so feel free to ask all questions needed. Memorization is still the best way to learn the material in this course. Put everything on post it notes and decorate your bathroom mirrors, etc. with them until they are in long-term memory and easily retrievable. Even if a health career is not for you, no knowledge is ever wasted. The class will include guided notes in conjunction with power points, group and solo assignments, hands-on relevant labs, and projects, and safety will be used constantly. All material will be presented in visual format on a white board, written form in handouts/ by my school website/ articles, and/or internet search and inquiry. There is a mandatory spring project that has graded stages, which will be given out as a handout at a later date.  There are mandatory dissection labs. 
This year, to maximize our daily class time, we are practicing a flipped classroom.  The notes, power points, or assigned websites that must be reviewed for the daily quiz and activity will be posted on my school website and it will be the responsibility of the student to go to the website for any makeup work needed.  A daily quiz based on this material will also be given. If the student fails these daily quizzes, they must do a redo.  These tests will be short or long answer responses or multiple choices.  Any quizzes the student is absent for can also be taken before or after school. These tests may be different than the ones given during class time. We will be doing all work in class and there should be no homework. If the daily work has not been turned in for grade by the end of the day, a grade of NHI ( a zero) will be recorded. No makeup work will be done unled excused absence(s) are assigned. The effort that the student puts into this course, will match the amount of knowledge they gain in comprehension at the mastery level.

Procedures/Rules/Consequences:

Proper paperwork headings:

All work must contain the full student name, class period, seat number, date, and assignment name. 
Plagiarism and Cheating:

Copying work from ANY source will result in a grade of zero and a cheat code of CH ( grade is zero)  for ALL parties involved with NO EXCEPTIONS! All materials must have proper citing for references.

Redos:

Most work can be redone for a better grade, but must have REDO written at the top of the work that needs to be regraded. The original assignment or assessment must be attached for me to examine and calculate the new redo grade. The maximum points that can be given for redos is 89% for 70% and below Any grades 90 or above can receive a 100% Redo. Redos can only be done for 7 school days  after the original assignment was done or until the end of the unit. 
Labs:

Labs are a privilege. ALL students must have a signed safety contract returned for a grade of 100% or no labs can be done.  I will hand this out the first day. A copy of this is also on the class website. A safety quiz of at least 70% must be completed before labs can be done.  Follow safety and all procedures during every class and lab.

This syllabus must be read and signed by the student, their parent(s)/ or guardian(s) within the second week providing a reachable phone number, and email. A copy of the syllabus is on the class website. You must print your own copy if one is needed. This will be a graded assignment for 100% or zero if not returned.
